· a change of the names or addresses of Parties, changes ariring from the transformation of the legal status of the Party,

· the changes are necessary due to the actions of the administration authorities or other governmental bodies wchoch are connected with the realization of the current contract,

· an amendment of regal regulations reffering to the subject of the current contract,

·  due to other reasons beyond the control of the Parties, caused by the so-called ‘force majeure’, including a fire, flood, etc.,

· the neccesity of conducting  such  a modification in the contract arises from the circumstances for which none of the Parties may be held responsible and they were unexpected, and such changes are favourable for the Contracting Authority  and they will be accepted by the Contractor.
§ 13

The Contractor is not allowed to assign contractual receivables to the third party without the prior written consent of the Contracting Authority.

§ 14

Any disputes arising from the performance the current contract shall be settled by negotiation, if the parties will not reach an agreement any disputes shall be settled by a court territorially competent for the seat of the Contracting Authority.

§ 15

To the matters not settled herein appropriate provisions of Public Procurement Law Act dated the 29th of January 2004 (consolidated text Journal of Laws of 2010 No. 113, item 759) and civil code shall apply.

§ 16

The Contract has been written in three identical copies, one for The Contractor, two for the Contracting Authority.
